* Politics is the process of organizing society on the basis of collectively binding rules and the interaction of groups.
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* Power can either be conceptualized as “power over”, “power to” or “power with.”

* Language constitutes the nuts and bolts of politics at local, regional, national, international and global levels.

Not only are these three concepts highly contested, but also their relationship: Does politics follow power or vice versa?
Is language constituted by power or is language a tool to transform power? How is political representation linked to language and

power?
