Select the ,Advanced®-tab and enter
the information shown below
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Type JetDirect
Device Another Device (leave as is)
URL socket://138.232.67.72 (first floor) or socket://138.232.67.79 (third floor)
Name and Location can be chosen to your liking
Use Open the dropdown and chose "Select Software...", find "Canon iDR-ADV
C5840/5880" in the dialog and click OK
