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Curriculum for the

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81 Qualification profile and programme objectives

(1) The Bachelor’s Programme in Sociology is offered at the Faculty of Political Science and Soci-
ology at the University of Innsbruck. The Bachelor’s Programme in Sociology belongs to the
social and economic science study programmes.

(2) The Bachelor’s Programme in Sociology aims at scientific career preparation in the social and
economic sciences and qualifies students for careers which require the application of well-
founded, scientific knowledge and methods of sociology. As a scientific programme, it essentially
covers theories, methods and instruments of sociology.

(3) The educational objective of the Bachelor’s Programme in Sociology is to enable its graduates to
develop problem-solving competences that are scientifically sound and well-grounded in theories
and methods. These problem-solving competences should enable them to work on typical issues
of their future occupational fields in a scientifically sound and practically relevant manner. As
academically trained experts in sociology, they will have a broad range of qualifications and thus
will be able to work in diverse occupational fields.

(4) The Bachelor’s Programme in Sociology prepares graduates, in particular, for social planning,
analysing and advisory professional or freelance activities in companies, in public administration
and non-governmental organisations, in chambers and associations, in the social and health sector,
in education and training, in leisure and cultural institutions, social reporting in the media as well
as activities in university and non-university social scientific research institutions.

(5) Graduates of the Bachelor’s Programme in Sociology

1. are to acquire the ability to observe, explain, analyse and evaluate social structures, processes
and social change at different social levels by means of sociological theories, models and
methods. Thus, the Bachelor’s Programme in Sociology offers insights into social conditions
and consequences of social action as well as the structures, dynamics of development and
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effects of social systems;

2. have skills in developing, implementing and supervising recommendations for possible actions
and scope for design in the fields of economy, culture, and society. Thus, the Bachelor’s Pro-
gramme in Sociology contributes to coping practical issues in complex decision situations;

3. have soft skills and social skills such as self-management, communicative skills as well as the
ability to work in teams and groups. Thus, the Bachelor’s Programme in Sociology prepares
its graduates for individual initiative and cooperation in multiple and variable social contexts
in terms of professional and social practice.

The results of gender studies are to be considered in all fields of sociological science. The current
state of research in the field of gender studies is thus to be considered in the courses. In addition
to the general consideration in the courses, a separate module dealing with specific issues of gen-
der studies, including sexual minorities and queer, lesbian and gay studies, is provided by the
curriculum.

Scope and duration

The Bachelor’s Programme in Sociology covers 180 ECTS-Credits, with a duration of six semes-
ters. One ECTS-Credit is equal to a work-load of 25 hours.

The Bachelor’s Programme in Sociology is structured in modules.

Courses and maximum number of participants per course
Courses without continuous assessment:

Lectures (VO) are courses held in lecture format. They introduce the research areas, methods
and schools of thought for a given subject. Maximum number of participants: 250.

Courses with continuous performance assessment:

1. Lectures with integrated practical parts (VU) focus on the practical treatment of concrete sci-
entific tasks that are discussed during the lecture parts of the course. Maximum number of
participants: 35

2. Introductory seminars (PS) introduce students interactively to scientific literature through the
treatment of selected issues. They convey knowledge and methods of academic work. Maxi-
mum number of participants: 35

3. Seminars (SE) provide in-depth treatment of scientific topics through students' presentations
and discussion thereof. Maximum number of participants: 35 or 25 for the Colloquium for
the Bachelor’s Thesis

4. Practical training courses (PR) provide practical experience with concrete scientific tasks,
complementing occupational and/or academic training. Maximum number of participants: 25

Allocation of places in courses with a limited number of participants

In courses with a limited number of participants, course places are allocated as follows:

1. Students for whom the study duration would be extended due to the postponement are to be
given priority.

2. If the criterium in Z 1 does not suffice, first, students for whom this course is part of a com-
pulsory module are to be given priority, and second, students for whom this course is part of
an elective module.

3. Ifthe criteriain Z 1 and 2 do not suffice, the available places are drawn at random.

They are able to critically evaluate existing empirical studies and independently carry out the
first phases of a research process (formulation of a research question, data collection, method
reflection) qualitatively and/or quantitatively or using method triangulation.

They are able to carry out descriptive, univariate
and bivariate data analyses independently with statistical software, to interpret the results in a
sociologically meaningful way and to present them clearly with tables and graphics in research
reports and presentations. To test hypotheses, students can perform parametric and non-para-
metric tests and calculate association measures. Successful completion of the module also en-
ables the critical reception and use of official statistics and social science data in data archives.

Overall, they are able to develop a qualitative
research design and independently carry out the entire research process from the research ques-
tion to the report.

Fur-
thermore, the participants get their first insights into the possible uses of “big data” for the
social sciences

(1) The Bachelor's thesis includes 12.5 ECTS-Credits and must be written as part of the compulsory
module 14 "Bachelor's thesis".

(2) The Bachelor’s Thesis is to be submitted in written form and in electronic form as determined by
the Director of Studies.

(3) A topic may be addressed jointly by several students with permission of the instructor of the
course provided that the work of each student can be assessed individually.

(4) The Bachelor’s Thesis can be written in a foreign language with permission of the instructor of

the course.
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Examination regulations

(1) The performance of the modules — with the exception of the module Sociological Work Experi-
ence — is assessed by course examinations, which are
1. Examinations that assess the knowledge and skills covered in the lectures in which course

assessment is based on a single examination at the end of the course. The course instructor has
to define the method of examination before the course begins.

2. Courses with continuous assessment, for which course assessment is based on regular written
and/or oral contribution by participants. The course instructor has to define the assessment
criteria before the course begins.

(2) The performance of the module Sociological Work Experience is assessed by the Director of
Studies. If the module is completed successfully, it is to be assessed with “participated with suc-
cess”, the form of assessment for a fail is “participated without success”.
